Position Purpose

The purpose of this position is to be a combined clinical and research post providing direct clinical and
research experience. As such, it is expected that the Fellow will undertake additional and supported
research and academic activities in addition to their part-time clinical appointment.

Clinical Research Fellow

e Work in an autonomous fashion but will be fully supported by clinical research and clinical
gastroenterology and endoscopy staff

o Will gain experience in numerous areas of clinical research including day to day management of
patients, adverse event reporting, good clinical practice, protocol development, ethics submissions,
manuscript writing and manuscript submission to journals.

e Be involved in clinical research projects and writing papers with research opportunities available in
hepatitis, chronic liver disease, inflammatory bowel disease (IBD) and endoscopy.

¢ Attend Unit meetings, Clinical Research meetings and Multidisciplinary meetings

e On call after hours roster as required

e Ward rounds in-hours when required

e Be involved in teaching of junior medical staff

o Regular weekly attendance at Unit clinics, including IBD clinic, Liver clinic, Endoscopy clinic,
Hepatoma clinic and where required also attendance at Gastroenterology clinic

e Weekend ward rounds at Sunshine Hospital and Footscray Hospital as required

Gastroenterology and Endoscopic Services Units
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Gastroenterology and Endoscopic Services provides acute inpatient care, specialist outpatient clinic care
(gastroenterology clinic, endoscopy clinic, IBD clinic, hepatitis clinic, hepatoma clinic), inpatient and
outpatient endoscopic procedures, including basic and advanced procedures across three (3) campuses of
Western Health (Footscray, Sunshine and Sunbury Day Hospital) and clinical research.

Business Unit Overview

The Medical Workforce Unit is responsible for the recruitment, administration, education & training and
support of junior medical staff at Western Health.

The Medical Education Unit is responsible for the education and training of prevocational medical staff at
Western Health.

The relevant Clinical Division is responsible for the provision of inpatient and outpatient clinical services by
a multidisciplinary team. Unit Handbooks detailing unit structures, key staff, services provided and other
specific unit information are provided to junior medical staff at the commencement of their rotation within
each unit.

e Participate in on-going assessment of competencies via college assessment forms

¢ Work under the supervision and support of the Head of Unit or Receiving Consultant to further
develop general clinical and decision-making skills

e Perform unit duties as delegated by the Unit Head or Receiving Consultant in accordance with
Western Health policies and procedures and relevant legislation

e Ensure notification to the appropriate consultant of patients referred to the Department, and
provision of initial assessment of referred patients

e Ensure quality patient care via clinical assessment, admissions and development of management
plans

¢ Provide day to day clinical management of patients and ensure attendance at ward rounds

e Assume responsibility for patient care in accordance with the care model of the ward/unit, ensuring
that required clinical procedures are performed with appropriate training and supervision

¢ Initiate and provide interpretation of clinical investigations

o Accurately reflect the patient’s requirements, outcomes or events within prescribed Western Health
documentation, ensuring all legal requirements are met in regards to legibility of content and identity
of reporter in accordance with Western Health policies and procedures

o Participate in the development of discharge plans that reflects the needs of patients and their
significant others and demonstrates understanding of the role of community providers. Assume
responsibility for communication with community providers

e Provide supervision for the clinical activities of the junior medical staff on the unit, according to the
level of experience of the individual

e Provide clinical handovers to covering Registrars

e Ensure own health and well-being and seek assistance if impairment in physical or mental health is
impacting on job performance

e Work collaboratively and respectfully with multi-disciplinary team members to achieve desired
outcomes for patients through effective communication and attendance and participation in unit and
site clinical meetings

¢ Exchange and share information from participation in seminars and conferences with colleagues via
in-services, presentations, education forums, team meetings, etc.

e Demonstrate a caring and empathetic approach towards patients at all times

e Participate and contribute to improvement of policies, procedures and protocols and identify areas
of improvement in clinical practice

e Undertake ongoing self-directed learning by participation in continuing education activities and
attendance at clinical meetings, including any mandatory training programs

e Assistin collection of data for audit purposes, and participate in research activities undertaken within
the unit where required

e Coordinate and participate in the teaching of junior doctors and medical students
